6. Statement of the Au Pair
Hereby I declare, that I have been informed about the undermentioned details of my Au Pair stay in France. 
The host family accepts the following duties (according to the leaflet about the Au Pair employment):
· They provide me with a furnished room and enough food. 
· They pay me monthly pocket money according to the regulations in France.
· They grant me a full day off per week at least as well as spare time for the attendance at a language course. A voluntarily performed attainment of the host family is the assumption of the costs of this course, for which I would be grateful in the given case.
· They provide me with a paid holiday. During a twelve-month stay this holiday should last four weeks.
· They pay my health, accident and liability insurance.

I know that all these attainments cannot be paid off.

In return I perform the following services:

In childcare:
· Companionship to school or kindergarten as well as pickup
· Baby care (swaddle, feeding, bathe, dress)

· Homework done under supervision
· Engaging children, playing with them, going for a walk, setting them useful tasks and creating exercises as well as reading something to them 
· Babysitting (two to three evenings per week, so that the host parents are given the opportunity to go out or be engaged in their hobbies) 
In the household
· Putting laundry into the washing machine, folding and ironing it
· Shopping
· Cleaning the house, vacuuming, wiping the floor
· Cooking and laying the table
· Washing the dishes, placing them in and removing them out of the dishwasher 
· Making beds
· Watering flowers
· Feeding and caring for the pets
· Helping with the gardening
I adhere to all the laws in France, respect the principles of the host family and accept the kind of education of the host parents. 
I will not take up any further employment in France. 
After my arrival in France I will immediately take care of a valid residence as well as employment permit. Furthermore, I will cover all necessary insurances for the period of my stay. 
I know that I do not have the right to a change of the host family.
Only considering special circumstances I can – with the collaboration of my Au Pair agency – get this possibility. For instance, such special circumstances can be financial difficulties, the divorce of the host parents or a removal.
· I am in possession of a current medical and dental certificate.
· I am prepared to reveal further information about me, if it is requested.
· I declare, that all statements mentioned above correlate with the facts and I have consequently answered all questions truthfully.

· I further declare, that I will adhere to the provisions which are described in the information leaflets according to the European Agreement about the Au Pair employment. 

· I will immediately communicate every change. I am aware, that false declarations will give rise to a dismissal. 
· I will participate in a language course.
